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The research sources of the ukrainian ostarbeiters’ everyday culture

The article is devoted to the characterization of the sources of research of daily culture of the
separate community of the citizens of Ukraine who were under forced labor in Nazi Germany
during the Second World War and belonged to the category of Ostarbeiters. The research
specifies the location of the sources. The author analyzed the Actual source — the official acts
of German and Soviet authorities. The importance of periodicals for covering the everyday
life of Ostarbeiters is disclosed. Much attention has been paid to the reviews of personal
sources: memoirs, interviews (oral testimonies), autobiographies, diaries, and private
correspondence of Ostarbeiters. It is concluded that the most recent group of sources
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contains the most comprehensive information about the conditions of stay of Ukrainian
citizens in the Third Reich and is the most valuable for the study of their daily culture. The
research made it possible to consider global problems at the micro level. This, above all,
allows us to broaden our understanding of events, to go deeper into the level of their
perception by individual eyewitnesses and their generations. Information contained in
sources of personal origin not only complements the official conceptions of the historical past,
but often even becomes an alternative to the traditional vision of forced labor. The folklore of
the Ukrainian Ostarbeiters is characterized as a special kind of sources, which gives an
opportunity to explore the inner world of the Ostarbeiters, their daily life, mentality, emotional
tension, moods and creative fantasy. It shows how Ukrainian forced workers adapted to the
extreme conditions, describes their spiritual world, and their psychological self-affirmation.
