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PERSONAL ORIENTED TECHNOLOGIES AS AN INNOVATIVE TOOL
FOR TEACHING ART STUDENTSTHE USE OF INNOVATIVE

The article highlights the issues of features of personality-oriented technologies as an
innovative tool for teaching students of art faculties. Source material and own
pedagogical experience allows us to actualize the problem of the importance of using
innovative technologies that contribute to the effective assimilation of professional
knowledge of future teachers. Technologies of free education, humanistic-personal and
cooperation are highlighted.

The purpose of the article is to reveal the essence of personality-oriented technologies
as an innovative tool for teaching students of art faculties of higher educational
institutions.

The research methodology is based on an interdisciplinary approach that involves the
use of not only General scientific methods of analysis, synthesis and generalization, but
also the method of comparative analysis, which is used in understanding the problems
associated with the study of the impact of innovative technologies on the personal-
oriented training of students at art faculties.

The results of scientific research have shown that the use of innovative technologies
makes it possible to develop a personality-oriented approach in teaching students at art
faculties. The most effective development of students is provided by a continuous
system of education and comprehensive pedagogical influence.

The scientific novelty consists in revealing the essence of personality-oriented
technologies as an innovative tool for teaching students of art faculties of higher
education institutions. It is established that personality-oriented learning is learning that
is focused on the student as the main value of the educational process (student-
centered leaming). The principles of a person-centered approach to art education of
young people make the use of appropriate technologies a subdominant of the
pedagogical process, which allows us to purposefully monitor the impact of its factors on
the professional development of students.

The practical significance of the work lies in the fact that the actual material and the
results obtained on personality-oriented technologies in music education, which
constitute the essence of an innovative tool for teaching students, will contribute to
expanding the area of pedagogical thought, the study of the value-semantic component
of scientific discourse.
