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Heterotopia of fictional space in King'’s horror

Loci in Stephen King's fiction gives its readers goosebumps. However, it's not their
fearfulness that helps to achieve such an effect. In King’s works, every day, familiar spaces
appear to be a common background for plot events. Frequently, they turn out to be endowed
with several unusual properties. Reflecting on the Overlook Hotel in The Shining (1977), King
persuades that hotel rooms per se cause fear. Plenty of apparently safe places — for example
the library — may also strike fear into the hearts. Indeed, the library becomes the quintessence
of horror in King’s novella The Library Policeman, first published in his collection Four Past
Midnight (1989).

The nature of fictional spaces in horror can be explained by their heterotopic characteristics.
Heterotopia’s deep concentration on oppositions and its ability to combine them within the
same physical space brings the concept together with the horror genre. Therefore, this paper
aims to explore the fictional space of heterotopia in Stephen King's horror.

To explore the library representation in King's story, we referred to surveys by American
researchers Gary and Mary Radfords, along with the primary sources by Michel Foucault.
To sum up, referring to the heterotopic spaces in horror helps its fictional worlds to stay
connected to the readers’ real world. This feature is particularly important, as it allows the
horror to fulfill its main function — effective. Besides, heterotopias are related to the
transformation of subjectivity. Heterotopic spaces seem to resonate with the space of
protagonists’ consciousness and memory while bringing out traumatic or painful experiences,
obsessive aspirations, and desires. At the same time, we conclude that the concept of
heterotopia is relevant to the metafictional properties of horror fiction.
