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Graduates of the gymnasium of higher sciences and the lyceum of the prince
A. Bezborodko about the East

This article deals with the graduates of the Nizhyn Gymnasium of Higher Sciences and the
Prince's Lyceum. A. A. Bezborodko, whose activities were associated with the East and
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whose names are not so often mentioned in studies on this issue.

From 1826 till 1876, 1,115 specialists (50 graduates) were trained, 112 graduates worked in
St. Petersburg in various state institutions and ministries, of which one in 10 connected his
life to one degree or another with the East. Throughout their literary and scientific activities,
they introduced their readers to the Muslim world, the cultural values of the peoples of the
Eastern Mediterranean. Among these graduates are well-known scientists, writers,
journalists, diplomats. Gogol, Danilevsky, Kukolnik, Afanasyev-Chuzhbinsky, Grebinka,
Borodin, Kaminsky, Basili, Khalchevsky and others turned to the East.

The article emphasizes that the scientific, historical and literary works of the Nizhyn
orientalists are one of the most valuable sources contributing to the knowledge of the
culture of the Middle East, when the distant becomes understandable and close.
